The driver succumbed to the injuries and could not be
saved. The middle-aged driver’s condition was also critical but after a day, he
recovered and was discharged. Police had immediately come at the spot of accident
and FIR was registered. Police investigation revealed that the quarrel in question
was started @the bus driver and he had resorted to physical violence. There was
exchange of blows between them.
