When nicotine
enters the body. it enters the circulatory system and reaches the brain within 20 seconds, causing
nerve stimulation resulting in feeling of euphoria.

The burden of cancer and tobacco related diseases is immense. A recent report by WHO suggests
that new cancer cases are likely to rise to at least thirty- five million in 2050, a 77% rise over the
cases diagnosed in 2022. In India, an estimated 1.4 million cancer cases were recorded in the
same year, while one in nine citizens could develop cancer in their lifetime.
