The diversity of India is
tr dous; it is obvious; it lies on -
the surface and anybody can see it.
It concerns itself with physical
appearances as well as with certain
mental habits and traits. There is
little in common, to outward
seeming, between the Pathan of the
North-West and the Tamil in the far
South. Their racial stocks are not
the same, though there may be
common strands running through
them; they differ in face and figure,
food and clothing and of course,
langpuage.
