We cannot deny the importance of games in life as games make a person
sound in body and mind.

When we think of the phrase — a
healthy mind in a healthy body — we should not forget that it is the mind
which is mentioned first. And if we let games beéome the most important thing

in our lives, then we undermine the importance of the mind.
