After spending months observing it in its fragile environment, a
group of three Mumbai-based wildlife enthusiasts discovered a new species of spider, their
very own Fantastic Beast, in Kamataka's Kans Forest in December 2016.

The
announcement of the discovery came at the same time that the Harry Potter movie Fantastic
Beasts and Where to Find Them was released. How could they understand that the dreadful
little animal they had found had never been archived? It took a long time to observe.
