Development
assistance to the Third World countries in the post- Cold War era has been subject to the new
politics of good-governance. In 1989, the concept of ‘governance’ was for the first time
highlighted in a World Bank document on Sub-Saharan Africa. Four key dimensions identified in
this context were — public sector management; accountability; legal framework for development;
