A and B’s three-year-old son, C, had been diagnosed with autism spectrum disorder a few
months ago. The parents are still letting the news sink in, meanwhile trying their hand at various
therapies. They are not yet sure what to expect from their child and what is the best they can do for
C’s betterment. One day, on his commute to work, A comes across a hoarding at a bus stop advertising
stem cell therapy as a cure for Autism at their clinic. Convinced with the umpteen testimonials on
the advertiser’s website, A and B decided to go ahead with stem cell therapy at the clinic despite the
fat price tags attached, unaware of the ethical and safety issues associated with the practice.
Unfortunately, C is not the only child at the altar of this experimental therapy. Many well-meaning
yet vulnerable parents who hope to find a cure for their beloved children’s condition are often soft
targets to this quackery.

Autism is a lifelong neurodevelopmental spectrum disorder that affects a person’s
communication, learning, behaviour, and social interactions. We still don’t completely understand
what causes Autism, but it is well known that there is no cure for the condition. Evidence-based
therapies can help the child reach his full potential and lead a fulfilling life. Despite all the information
and outreach, certain practitioners claim to magically cure Autism and lure innocent parents into
spending all their life savings on procedures that are not only scientifically unproven but are also
potentially harmful. Stem cell therapy is one such fad. Stem cell therapies aim at regenerating or
replacing cells damaged due to disorders and diseases through clinical and laboratory methods. But
such processes have only been approved for treating certain types of cancers and other blood and
immune disorders. For a complex condition like Autism, there is no strong evidence for approval of
its use as a ‘treatment procedure’. In fact, in the face of the skyrocketing number of stem cell clinics
and advertisements that claim to cure ASD, the National Medical Commission (NMC) has announced
that the use of stem cell therapy in treating Autism is prohibited, and its promotion and advertisement
will be considered professional misconduct. Although such steps by the regulator of medical conduct,
NMC, is commendable, the predatory marketing and unethical practice in unlicensed clinics will
continue to inflict emotional and physical trauma on individuals with Autism, especially on the
population that cannot either consent to the treatment or advocate for themselves with any degree
of conviction.

An attitude change in caregivers and families is needed to halt the expansion of stem cell
therapy in the Autism community as much as regulations and legal framework are needed. If we
closely look at why the stem cell clinics blatantly lie about the cure and even are audacious to put up
king-size banners in prime areas of metro cities, we will understand that they prey on desperate
parents who wish to find a cure for a condition that doesn’t need to be cured. There are stories of
parents who have sold their properties, spent their last pennies on stem cell therapy, and ended up
rupturing their entire family’s financial and emotional wellness. Needless to talk about the trauma
on the individual, his/her loss of prime years in life which could have been well utilised for his/her
development and independence through evidence-based practices.

Sometimes it is heart-wrenching to see families that have faced separation and conflicts in
the aftermath. If you are a parent or a caregiver supporting a child with Autism, the best gift you can
give your child is acceptance and love and not a cure. It is time that their neurodiversity is embraced.
Families must educate themselves about the spectrum and spend their time, energy, and resources
wisely in practices that are grounded in science. You can seek help from reliable organisations that
are vehemently trying to bring awareness about evidence-based therapies in parent communities
through their various online and offline programs. An empowered parent is the best asset that a
child with autism can ever have. If you are willing to take a step towards an educated and safe
journey with your child, then say “No” to quack therapies and “Yes” to empowered and informed
decisions.
