They forgot that even a third-rate piece of literary writing
is bound to contain these structural factors, because there is no other way of conveying an
emotion. The mere presence of vibhava and other factors does not guarantee the evocation of
rasa. The rasa-sutra is not a mechanical formula for manufacturing rasa and the responsibility of
an art critic does not end with naming the components of art construction, like putting labels on
grocery articles. The relevancy, appropriateness and skill in constructing the components of art
presentation have to be separately judged by the principles of literary criticism. Unfortunately,
Sanskrit Poetics seems to be pre-occupied with theoretical speculations on the nature of poetry
itself, and did not do much to develop an independent science of literary criticism.
Anandavardhana and Abhinavagupta have enunciated some principles in connection with rasa
and Abhinava’s discussion on rasa-vighnas is quite valuable from this point of view. It is
essential to remember that the rasa-sitra is not a handy tool for judging literary art.
